Officer Reports:

Several board members volunteered to bring their guild denim shirts from years ago to the next general meeting, 
so that she will have a sample to show her vendor. 
 
Joyce reminded us that our next board meeting is scheduled to be on the evening of Labor Day. Seventh Heaven will be closed that day. The board 
decided to meet at the Jim's Restaurant at 410 and Broadway at 6 pm. 
 
Dea said she needs to speak at our next general meeting on August 13th.
