Happy New Year!  Please plan to join us on January 9th at 7:00 p.m. as we kick off our guild programs 
for 2014.  Our guest speaker at our meeting will be Sharon Young.  Sharon’s  program, “Quilt?? 
What???”, will take us through the decision making process used to select quilting designs for her quilt 
“sandwich.”  Sharon will be sharing several samples with us that illustrate how to select quilting designs 
to finish our pieced quilts.  She will also share with us how thread colors and choices used in the quilting 
can really change the look of our finished quilts.  I think we will find her program most helpful whether 
we are quilting our quilts ourselves on our domestic sewing machine, mid-arm or long- arm quilter or 
sending the quilt out to be quilted.  Sharon’s program will be just the thing to get us started on finishing 
up some of those pieced quilt tops!  (This might give us a head start on working on some of our UFOs 
for Marie’s Challenge!)   

During our guild meeting we will also have our very own guild members Denice Brockmeyer, Beth Bar-
ron and Janet Rutherford (a.k.a. “Tres Amigas”) kickoff our “Row Quilt” project.  This year instead of a 
round robin panel challenge we will be creating our own row quilt.  Denice, Beth and Janet will guide us 
through making a row quilt in which we use the same block for an entire row in our quilt.  Tres Amigas 
will provide us instructions and check our progress in making a new row of blocks each month using our 
own fabrics.  

Marie Emerson will also begin our UFO (Unfinished Objects) Challenge for 2014.  At our last meeting 
some of the guild members pointed out we all have PhDs (Projects Half Done).  Marie’s UFO Challenge 
is a great way to challenge ourselves to finish some of those lovely quilts we have not yet gotten com-
pleted.  To participate in the UFO Challenge please bring 3 fat quarters and a list of 6 UFOs items.  
Marie will be the keeper of your fat quarters and your list and will draw the UFO number for completion 
over the next two months.  Completion of your corresponding numbered UFO during that time will enter 
you into the big prize drawing for fat quarters at the end of the year.  What a great way to keep us on 
track to complete some of our projects! 

This month Joanne Krepps will introduce an exciting charity challenge for us too.
